April 18, 2005, at 7:30 p.m. in the Council Chambers of the Municipal Building.

ROLL CALL

Mayor Ron Shaffer called the meeting to order with the following Council
members responding to roll call: Al Herrera, Bill Griffith, Ruth Hopkins, Steve Noll,
Greg Colston, Andrew Wang, Laura Wassmer, Pat Daniels, Jeff Anthony, Kay Wolf,
Diana Ewy Sharp and David Belz.

COMMITTEE REPORTS

Insurance Committee — Steve Noll

Consider City’s insurance coverage for 2005-2006

The insurance committee met on April 13" to consider proposals for liability
insurance renewal. Overall, the proposal from The St. Paul Travelers for the City’s 2005-
2006 property/casualty coverage renewal effective May 1, 2005 remained relatively
stable. The annual premium decreased from $241,884 to $240,433.

On behalf of the Insurance Committee, Steve Noll moved the City Council
approve insurance proposals from Cretcher-Lynch, renewing the City’s property and
casualty business coverage, excluding workers compensation coverage, at an estimated
cost of $240,433. The motion was seconded by Jeff Anthony and passed unanimously.
Planning Commission

Bill Griffith reported at the last Planning Commission meeting approval was
given for improvements and expansion of the Nall Avenue Baptist Church at 67" & Nall
subject to several conditions. Mr. Griffith noted there is strong neighborhood interest and
concern regarding the impact of the improvements especially in the area of lighting and
storm water drainage. Mr. Griffith also noted the construction would require the loss of a

large Magnolia Tree.



Diana Ewy Sharp stated the neighbors are confused as to what action was taken
by the Planning Commission. Planning Commission Chairman Ken Vaughn responded
the application was approved with several stipulations. The lighting must have a zero
foot candle rating at the property line ensuring there will be no light spillage on adjacent
properties. However, Mr. Vaughn noted the church has stated they may not make any
changes in the existing lighting depending on the total costs for the improvements. The
applicant must submit a storm drainage plan to the Director of Public Works for his
approval prior to the issuance of any permits. Mr. Vaughn also stated the Commission
has required additional trees and landscape be planted to minimize the impact on the
adjacent properties.

Bob Pryzby reported the drainage from the southeast parking lot runs out to Nall.
During an earlier expansion of the parking lot a drainage basin was added which meets
the city’s 10-year flood requirement. He noted that in rainfalls greater than a 10-year
event the water will overflow the curb onto adjacent properties. He has not reviewed the
new storm drainage plans but advised the Council that he cannot require more than the

City’s standard.

Village Vision Report - Marlene Nagel & Ken Vaughn

Ken Vaughn acknowledged the number of persons involved with the
comprehensive plan process. In addition to the Steering Committee, there are several
active subcommittees, more than 31 facilitators have been trained to lead discussions and
city staff have provided excellent support. Mr. Vaughn noted the importance of the
community meetings to be held during the next two weeks to get resident input.

Marlene Nagel reported on specific activities. She noted the work of the publicity
committee in preparing several printed informational handouts, work with the press and
personal contacts with individuals. The outreach committee has identified
“Ambassadors” and worked diligently contacting people to attend the four public
meetings. The logo committee has created the “Village Vision” logo and theme. City
staff has been making presentations to and getting involvement from stakeholder groups
such as schools, churches, business owners, etc. ACP has trained more than 30
facilitators to assist with the four public meetings which will be held April 25", April

26" May 4™ and May 5"



The format for the public meetings will include a brief opening session and then
breakdown into small groups for exercises. The goals of the group exercises are 1) to
discuss how Prairie Village can be enhanced and 2) to identify city strength and city
weaknesses.

Marlene Nagel noted each of the Council members have been given invitations to
be mailed out to individuals inviting their participation in the public sessions. Ruth
Hopkins thanked the committee for preparing the invitations, however, she expressed
concern the same individuals may be sent multiple invitations and asked if a listing was
available of individuals already involved so they would not be sent duplicate invitations.
Mr. Luther stated he would make that information available.

Bill Griffith encouraged Council members while attending the public hearings to
actively listen and seek input from residents and cautioned them against overpowering
the discussions.

Mayor Shaffer thanked Marlene and Ken for their leadership in this important
process and encouraged Council members to participate and assist with getting others to

attend the meetings through phone calls and mailing their invitations.

There was no Old Business to come before the City Council.

NEW BUSINESS

Election of Council President

Al Herrera thanked the Council and City staff for the opportunity to serve as
Council President during the past year. He found the experience to be very rewarding
and educational.

Al Herrera moved the nomination of Kay Wolf to serve as Council President for
the 2005-2006 year. The motion was seconded by Ruth Hopkins and passed
unanimously. Mayor Shaffer and the Council acknowledged Mr. Herrera’s leadership

during the past year as Council President.



Executive Session

Al Herrera moved pursuant to KSA 75-4319(b)(2) that the Governing Body
recess into Executive Session for a period not to exceed twenty minutes for the purpose
of discussing with the City Attorney, a legal matter pertaining to the status of litigation.
The motion was seconded and passed unanimously. Mayor Shaffer declared the meeting

in recess for executive session until 8:28 p.m.

Mayor Shaffer reconvened the City Council meeting at 8:30 p.m. and asked
Captain Walter for an update on Chief Grover.

John Walter reported that both Chief Grover and Alyce were now home. Alyce
was released from the hospital this past weekend. She has seven broken ribs. Chief is
regaining his strength and Captain Walter expects him to begin coming into the office for

a couple of hours by the end of the week.
